TheDepartmentof Agriculture,Forestryand
Fisheries(DAFF)collaboratingwith Shopexports& FreightLtd facilitatedthe
airfreighting of 20kg poly bins of bƛǳŜΩǎgolden gemson an early January
flight.

DAFF circulated an official press release detailing that the airfreight
shipmenton 25 January2021, permitted cassavaand drinkingcoconutsas
well astaros.

It ishelpful to note that the more20kgpoly binssent,the air freight charges
becomelower.

Thisis an ideal time for familiesand friendson Niue to sharelocalproduce
with their lovedonesin New Zealand. TheCOVID-19 pandemichashalted
the usual travel between Niue and New Zealandwhen individualswould
return to NewZealandwith polybinsof taro.

Thisinitiative enablesthosein NewZealandto enjoybƛǳŜΩǎgoldennuggets,
cassavaanddrinkingcoconuts.

At the time of going to press,the airfreighting is scheduledto be every 2
weeks,on the passengerflights.

Shopexports& FreightLtd facilitatethe clearanceof the polybinswhenthey
arrivein NewZealand.

Thechallengesincludedlackof parceltrackingfacilitiesfor artwork or jewelleryvia the postalfacilities; currently
there is no centralisedtaro or produce processingfacility on-island; plus the strict biosecuritymeasuresthe
Ministryof PrimaryIndustriesin NewZealandrequiresof Niueanproducts.

Franksharedthe backgroundon the PacificAgreementon CloserEconomicRelations(PACER)Plus. PACERPlus
is an agreementconnectingthe Pacificregion through trade and developmentwhich after severalyears in
developmentcameinto forcein December2020.

PACERPlushasa commonset of tradingrulesfor the region,designedto makeit easierfor businessesto trade
throughout the Pacificwith eachother andwith NewZealandandAustralia. Niuehasinput into this Agreement
andisoneof ninePacificIslandcountriessignedto the Agreement.

Themeetingalsocoveredthe proposedwork that will be headedby Frankandhis team with PHAMAPlus,The
PacificHorticultural and Agricultural Market AccessProgramthat will assistNiue in setting up an enabling
environmentfor businesseswho are export readyor are lookingat the possibilityof exportingtheir products. It
isalsoinbƛǳŜΩǎbenefit that oneof the leadpersonsin PHAMAPlusisa Niuean,SemiSiakimotu.
